The Silent Minute is in honor of all the millions of silent, faceless victims who are
not with us anymore, to all the ruined lives, the unborn children, and the unrealized
dreams and hopes that were brutally extinguished.

We also honor the freedom fighters, those who gave their livers for liberty, and those
who lived to see freedom once again restored.

Forhoppningsvis kan vi nésta ar nedldgga blommor vid en monument sarskilt tillag-
nat nazismens och kommunismens offer.
